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Summary

The Wisconsin ADRC requires that the National Alzheimer’s Coordinating Center (NACC) Uniform Data Set (UDS) Forms be administered as a part
of the standard protocol of visits for all participants enrolled in the Clinical Core. In addition, the Wisconsin Supplemental Data Forms are
administered as a part of all participant visits. NACC UDS forms are standardized by type of visit (initial, annual follow-up and telephone follow-
up). NACC UDS Forms and Data Element Dictionaries are all available at https://www.alz.washington.edu

Some Wisconsin ADRC forms are standardized by type of visit (Al- initial visit only; A3, A4, A5-1 and A5-2 —initial and annual follow-up) ; other
forms are administered at each visit (B4, B6-1, B7-1, B8-1, B8-2, D1 and E1). There are several forms that are specific to participants in the
IMPACT cohort at each visit (B6-2 and B7-2). The following is a listing of when each of the supplemental forms are used:

Neuropsychological tests were performed
e ADRC C1-1: all participant visits except for IMPACT Follow-Up Years 1 and 3
e ADRC C2-1: IMPACT Follow-Up Yearsl only
e ADRC C1-2: all participant visits

NACC A4: This form is a WADRC-revised version of the NACC A4 Form that combines the NACC required drug IDs on any medications
(prescription, non-prescription and vitamins/supplements) taken by the participant within two weeks prior to the visit and the Wisconsin ADRC
additional information about total daily dose, dose units, schedule or frequency, indication for taking the medication, date that the medication
was started and date that medication was stopped (only if within two weeks of the visit).

When requesting data, investigators must indicate what Wisconsin ADRC and NACC data forms they are requesting, as well as the type of visit(s). Use
